2014-2019 Ekaterini Nikolarea, as a volunteer of the Branch of Mytilene of the HRC, underwent a
rigorous training on the RFL (: Restoring Family Links) Initiative by ICRC (: International
Committee of Red Cross) in Athens in 2014-2015; the training was in English.
From March 2014 up to 2019, she interviewed at least 100 refugees either in English or with
the help of an interpreter so that the ICRC and HRC would be able to track down the relatives
of the people who put on request, either alive or dead.
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
